1. Rules
The regatta will be governed by the 2009-14 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) as adopted by the ISAF: the prescriptions of US Sailing, the prescriptions of the Ensign Class Association (ECA), and by the sailing instructions.
2. Eligibility  

The regatta is open to all members in good standing with the ECA.

3. Equipment 
The regatta will be sailed in Ensigns on a bring-your-own-boat basis. 

Motors are not required.

Use of VHF radios are permitted but not required.

Cellular telephones and other communications devices are prohibited.

Monitoring the RCs communications on other VHF channels is prohibited.

4. Regatta Site
The Catawba Yacht Club, located at 19809 Youngblood Road West, Charlotte, NC 28278.  

5. Regatta Area
The races will be conducted on Lake Wylie, between North and South Carolina, South of the Buster Boyd Bridge.

6. Course
The courses will be described in the sailing instructions at the Skipper’s Meeting.
7. Schedule of Events
Thursday April 12:  launch, tune, informal practice races at 4:00 pm. 

Friday April 13:  coffee/doughnuts/bagels, Skipper’s Meeting 9:30 am, morning and afternoon racing, dinner party at the Club.

Saturday April 14:  coffee/doughnuts/bagels, Skipper’s Meeting 9:30 am, morning and afternoon racing, dinner party at the Club.

Sunday April 15:  coffee/doughnuts/bagels, Skipper’s Meeting 9:30 am, racing before noon if necessary. Awards and haul-out immediately afterward.  

8. Objective
10 races are planned.  One race constitutes a regatta.  Trophies will be awarded for 1st through 3rd places.  One trophy will be awarded for best finishing Catawba Yacht Club boat.

9. Registration
Register in advance by completing the attached registration form and sending it with the appropriate fees to the address indicated on the entry form.

Advance registrations shall be postmarked no later than March 12, 2012.

Fees must be paid by check.

$50.00 (Additional) Late Registration Fee per boat after March 12, 2012. 

$30.00 fee per person for food, which includes breakfast Friday, Saturday and Sunday and dinner Friday night and Saturday night.  Lunches are not included.
